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I.
Hungary in migration context: 
· it became a target country of permanent movements 
· transitland- coming and going of migrants
· migration and integration policies are weak
· migration and integration issues are discussed mainly in academic circles
· on the other hand: EU rules and agendas in connection with migration and integration should have their validity also in Hungary
II.

· Number of children with migration background in the public school system is low.
· There is no uniform policy of educational handling of children with migration background
· The basic terminology of integration politics and statistics are heterogeneous
III.

· Speciality of the Hungarian migration is the high number of migrants with Hungarian ethnic background, who speak the language as mother tongue.
· Despite there are migrant children from other language groups also (biggest group: Chinese Speakers).
· In this case one of the most important challenges is to solve the language problems.
IV.

My research steps:
1. collecting the statistical results in two districts (where there is the highest concentration of migrant children)
2. Build up a connection with the schools’ leadership
3. Get an overview about pedagogical problems of these children by hosting classroom activities
4. Building connection to the children

5. Starting of an observation focusing on language aspects
6. Interviews with the teachers of Hungarian as second language, classroom teachers, parents (if possible)
7. overlooking of special needs of a professional language competence measuring system (e.g. target group (age, mother tongue, socio-economic background, attitudes to multilingualism, when does the child join the public education system etc.), institutional framework and opportunities, curriculum of Hungarian as second language etc.
8. Recommendations for research steps in the future
Topics:
